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The primary goal of Hannam University is to educate competent leaders who will serve the world and their
church based on Christian principles. Students are required to follow a very stfict curriculu order to r
gain new knowledge and skills so that they will make faithful leaders equippedWith intellectand virtue in '

compliance with the guidelines of the Ministry of Education.
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Keeping pace with this global age, Hannam University is putting all its energy into offering a variety of global education programs aimed at producing international
experts. To that end, HNU is establishing sister relationships and building a network of 147 universities and 16 institutes in 32 countries. Each year Hannam University
dispatches around 150 exchange students to sister universities in the USA, Australia, Canada, Japan and China to help them cultivate their foreign language abilities
and international perspective. The exchange system provides a low-cost opportunity for students to study abroad for 1 year, with transferable credits.

In addition, through a school funding program that began in 1985, students entering master/doctoral courses at overseas universities are supported with scholarships.
Hannam University also runs a joint degree program under which students can acquire domestic degrees as well as degrees at leading overseas universities
simultaneously. For example, HNU's China-related specialization program offers a ‘3+1° system which supports students majoring Chinese Studies to study at
prestigious universities in China such as Zhejiang University for 1 year during their 4-year program of study. During vacation periods, HNU sends excellent
undergraduates to 7 countries including Canada, France and Japan for 4-8 weeks to improve their foreign language abilities and experience other foreign cultures
through the Short-term Language Training Program. Programs for foreign students include the 4-year English-only degree program at Linton Global College, the
excellent Korean language study and training course provided by the Center for Korean Language and Korean Studies, the Korean language and studies program
conducted in English and Japanese during summer vacations, and the international student buddy system. A systematic management and a range of supporting
activities are provided for foreign students.

Hannam University, established by missionaries
from Presbyterian Church in the USA, is a model of
Christianity universities in Asia and has been in
operation under love and guidance of God for the
past 55 years.

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The department provides students with a
theoretical and practical foundation to engage
in creative language activities through education
and research, which is based on proper utilization
of the Korean language and understanding of
Korean literature. The department develops
scholars, Korean language teachers, literary
artists, critics, journalists, and experts in the
areas of publication and editing.

The department offers the students practical
experience in literature, which is acquired
through creation, appreciation, criticism, and
analysis of artistic works.

The department has been administering
international student seminars with sister
universities for over 30 years and operates an
exchange program for study abroad (3+1) with 7
sister universities throughout Japan. The
department boasts excellence in the field of
internationalization, as it prepares for a system
of multiple degrees by introducing a 3+2 system,
which is a 21st century model for student exchange
program for study abroad. After graduation, the
students actively move on to leading domestic
businesses, Japanese companies, tourism and
hotel sector, cultural planning, publishing, and
editing, the field of specialist Japanese language,
and so on.

Department of Philosophy
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Based on an understanding of eastern and
western philosophy, the department fosters
students who are furnished with a capacity for
logical thinking, deep insights, and an ability to
solve practical problems in life.

Department of English Education
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Aiming at training outstanding English teachers and experts equipped with a right view of human
beings along with language and educational ability, the department offers a variety of courses
designed to enable the teacher candidates to be comprehensively furnished with specialist
‘theories and practices' for English education. To improve their practical English ability, native
professors teach English conversation and composition. In addition, a diverse range of English
courses are offered including current affairs English, English speech and English reading
guidance, etc. Other theoretical courses on linguistics such as English Grammar, English
Phonetics, Syntax, Introduction to Linguistics, History of the English Language, English Phonology,
and Social Linguistics, etc. are also provided to improve their understanding of the language and
to refine their linguistic skills. Moreover, to enhance the students’ creative use and cultural
understanding of English, the department provides an opportunity for them to take classes related
to English and American poetry, English and American novels, English and American dramas.



Department of Education

Based on
such specialist knowledge and qualification, the
students are trained as competent teachers of
history who can effective teach and convey
history to the next generation of learners. Also,
the students are encouraged to devote
themselves fully to the preparation for the
teacher certification examination by diligently
completing the curriculum as established by
this department for such a purpose. Further, the
department’ s curriculum also provides an
opportunity for the students to development
various specialist qualifications which allow
them to establish careers in various fields
related to history and cultural heritage besides
the educational sector.

Department of Art Education
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We aim at developing creative educators of art,
who will be furnished with both theoretical and
practical abilities in all fields of art. For this, the
students take practical skill-building subjects
such as Korean painting, western painting,
carving and modeling, engraving, and design as
well as Korean art history, oriental / western art
history, modern art history, theory of plastic
arts, and theory of art education, etc. for a
comprehensive understanding of art. Many
graduates have established themselves as art
educators and art teachers. They also work as
artists, designers, art administrators, gallery
managers, art critics, and researchers in art
research institutes.
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Department of Mathematics Education
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The department seeks to cultivate a capacity
for logical thinking and rational reasoning in the
students by helping them understand the basic
concept of modern mathematics and its theoretical
system. By researching and teaching various
theories of mathematical education and the
method of its application, the department develops
qualification in the students to help them
become outstanding secondary school teachers.
Moreover, the department administers a diverse
range of programs to foster creative and
harmonious character. The department also
offers various and up to date courses on
mathematics to the students to enable them to
build careers as teachers, professors, researchers,
actuaries, and many others by maximizing their
ability.
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Ryoo Cheon-seoung, Professor, Department of Mathematics
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The department offers courses on mathematics research personnel, educational personnel, and applied mathematics personnel for students' advancement into the
field of computer, information, and financing.

Also, the department enables the
students to acquire basic theory and practical technology via various experiments and practical
learning. The department also provides supervision in a way that the graduates can work in
different fields by furnishing them with a capacity for engineering design and a comprehensive
perspective required for grafting together a diverse range of fields via project implementation.




Division of Multimedia - Multimedia Engineering
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The purpose of the multimedia engineering
major is to develop key talents who will take
responsibility for the future of the multimedia
field, which is a cutting edge and promising
profession. The major fosters specialist
personnel who have the capacity to simultaneously
develop multimedia contents such as mobile
application, games, etc., which are used on
state of the art IT devices including smart
phones, and operate them from a business
standpoint.

Division of Architecture - Architectural Engineering

Division of Multimedia- Media and Visual

producers, writers, special image editors, and
camera reporters in various broadcasting
sectors as well as in the field of interactive
media image.

Department of Architecture -
Architectural Design ( 5 Year System)

Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering

The purpose of the Department of Civil and
Environmental Engineering is to train engineering
experts in the field of various social infrastructures
designed for human living convenience such as
roads, ports, and dams aimed at preserving the
environment and preventing natural disasters. The
past graduates work as staff members in state-
owned corporations such as Korea Expressway
Corporation, Korea National Housing Corporation,
and Korea Land and Housing Corporation as well as
construction companies, design companies,
inspection companies, as construction-related public
officials, and as researchers.

Department of Information and Communication
Engineering
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Information and communication engineering
constitutes a technology intensive and cutting
edge IT academic study, which makes possible
the convergence of electronic / computer /
software engineering technology and
ubiquitous mobile communication / broadcasting
communication / information service. The
department has cultivated specialists in a wide
variety of information and communication fields
including broadcasting stations, research
institutes, mobile communication companies, IT
businesses, computer H/W related business,
etc. This was achieved by focusing on
quantitative and qualitative enhancement of
education, research, and employment rate,
which is attested to by the department
receiving a top rating from the Ministry of
Education assessment of the information and
communication engineering field in 2006 and
being selected as a recipient of the BK support
project of the Ministry of Education for 7 years
from 1999 as well as of the NEXT support
project of the Ministry of Information and
Communication for 5 years from 2006.
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Department of Industrial and Management
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Industrial and management engineering
constitutes a field of study which systematically
analyzes, designs, manages, and operates
integrated systems such as humans / information /
facilities, etc. using scientific techniques, to
optimize the systems and improve productivity
and efficiency, in line with the business
environment which is becoming high tech and
information-oriented. By providing various
methodologies commonly applied to system
analyses, design, and methodologies to
integrate individual systems, the department
educates experts equipped with a decision-
making ability that can be applied to production,
information, and human computer systems.
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Department of Mechanical Engineering
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The machine industry, which is the foundation
of all industrial sectors, constitutes the
country's basic industry and is a basic field of
national economy. It is developing into a high
technology-intensive, cutting-edge industrial
area by fusing with not only such traditional
fields as manufacturing and assembling but
also other engineering technology fields such
as electricity and electronics, information
communication, nano-technologies, and life /
medical engineering, etc. The design and
production stages for making products in all
industrial areas will only be helped by
mechanical engineering, and mechanical
engineering will form a constant and an
essential field even in future industries of the
21st century. Since its establishment in 1997,
the department has sought to developed
proactive and creative technical experts equipped
with upright character and outstanding designing
ability through the educational slogan,
‘A Complete Change, an Engine of the Future.’

The Department of Global trade fosters experts in

Department of Management Information Systems

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Department of Biological Sciences
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Biological science is a comprehensive science that studies various life phenomena centered on
the cell and tissue as well as the variety and reciprocal relationship of bio species and has a close
relationship with the application field such as medicine, pharmacology, livestock, life industry,
food engineering, etc. With the objective of fostering people of biological sciences who will lead
this age, the department conducts research on classification and ecology of organisms, reciprocal
relationship among bio species, the principle of operation of materials between cells, the process
of emergence of organisms, manufacturing of useful protein using plant body and microorganisms.
Also, the department constructs a framework of research for biological resources which have
recently received attention and conducts research on the change of the distribution pattern of bio
species according to the earth’s environmental changes as well as on conservation biology.




Department of Biotechnology
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Biotechnology is cutting-edge science that
researches the phenomenon of organisms and
utilizes their function to secure affluent life for
mankind. The Department of Biotechnology
emphasizes instruction in the area of the basics
and application of biotechnology and provides
learning that is based on theory, experiment
and practice, and field training in the industry.
As such, the department has as its purpose the
developing of tailor made talents who will
provide leadership in the field of BT including
drugs, foods, bio-energy, environment, and
medical service industries.

Department of Food and Nutrition
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Food and nutrition science constitutes one field
of comprehensive life sciences and researches
dietary life that directly correlates to
peoplephysical and mental health as well as
growth and development. The modern society
calls for many talents who are furnished with
specialist knowledge in this field in order to
consolidate people health via correct dietary
life, as a major social task. Based on theory and
practice in the two fields of nutrition science
and food science, the Department of Food and
Nutrition fosters nutrition instructors,
nutritionists, health professionals, lifestyle
guides, research staff in laboratories of food
companies, food processing engineers, health
related public officers, government food
hygienists, food stylists, chefs, and specialists
in the consulting field for food related
consumer.

Department of Chemistry
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In order to cultivate outstanding professionals
who can contribute to modern science and the
industrial sector, the Department of Chemistry
offers a comprehensive education that combines
theory and experiment. Based on this, the
department seeks to educate the students to
become researchers, industrial technicians,
teachers, and so forth by cultivating creativity
as required for innovation of science and
technology such as acquiring specialist
knowledge, enhancing comprehension of
academic learning, experiment and practice
based education that is field centered, and
others. Especially, since 2006 we have
conducted research on key technologies such
as development of nano/bio sensor and so on
via selection for the BK21 (Brain Korea 21)
Project by the Ministry of Education, Science
and Technology.

Department of Chemical Engineering and
Nano/Bio Technology
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The department fosters scientific talents who
will provide leadership for the chemical
engineering industries focused on bioengineering,
a core industry for the next generation, and on
nano-engineering, a dream industry. In the area
of biotechnology, bio industry-related education
and research including on new bio drugs and
the genetic technology are conducted. Further,
in the area of nano engineering, the department
conducts education and research on ultra fine
nano material which presently receives the
greatest attention from the government and
industries. Many graduates become distinguished
professionals in the area of bio industry (BT
area), electronics, semiconductors and material
industries (NT area), petrochemical industry, oil
refinery industry, environmental industry, and
energy industry.

Department of Advanced Materials
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In the 21st century, biotechnology (BT) and information
technology (IT) are developing as two major core
fields. To educate competitive talents responding
to this worldwide trend, the department works to
secure material engineering talents who are
proficient in the two major technologies. Through
department centered information/bio hybrid
material research institutes, state-of-the-art
education and research are conducted. In addition,
through exchange programs with Daedeok
Research Complex, field oriented education is
conducted. Many graduates advance to large
domestic businesses (Samsung, LG Electronics,
etc.) and work as researchers in research centers
in the pharmaceutical and medical service
sectors, while a large number of graduates study
abroad in the USA, Japan, and Germany.
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Department of Nursing
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The Department of Nursing has as its educational
purpose the teaching of scientific knowledge
and technology to students based on the
Christian spirit of respect for humans and the
fostering of professional nurses as global
leaders who will contribute to the promotion of
health, prevention of disease, and peace for
individuals, families, regional society, and
humanity by establishing a relationship of
healing care with the subjects.

To implement a society of open and life-long learning, the Continuing
Education Center develops various continuing education courses required
by local communities to provide a high level of education to students and
adults so that they can continuously enjoy the experience of learning.
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The press of Hannam University, which consists of the university
newspaper, the university broadcasting system (H.N.B.S), The Hannam
Times, and the school paper editorial room, makes journalism harmonize
with academics, contributes to collecting opinions in/out of the school,
promotes university cultures, and suggests in which direction we should go.
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Opened in 1983 for the first time among universities located on the south
of the Hangang (river) and been in operation for 28 years, the Natural

History Museum is well known as an institution keeping a number of
precious natural resources regarding minerals, fossils, animals, plants
and humans, which makes a small nature made through studies on the
history of nature and various investigations aimed to enlighten the
importance of nature and cultivate the perception of the importance of
the diversity of living things. In addition, with active research activities
into the area of the history of nature, the museum was designated as an
official institution to certify career recognition in arts and sciences by the
Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism in 2004. Through this, the
museum has positioned itself as a specialized talent upbringing institute,
nature educating institute, and nature history research institute,
contributing to our society and country.
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The Central Museum was opened in June 1982 with 7,000 diverse items.
This museum is a general museum that contributes to the development of
culture and arts and cultural education of the general public. It also enables
the visitors to understand the historical course of the transmission and
development of Christianity in Korea. Currently, the exhibition is divided
into six rooms including the general exhibition room, the Baekje earthenware
and furnace site room, the Baekje earthenware room, the literature data
room, the Christianity missionary work data room and the folk customs
room. Around 1,000 diverse items dating from the Old Stone Age to the
Choseon Dynasty Period are currently kept. In particular, the Baekje
earthenware furnace site room is kept only by Hannam University and it
helps people understand the earthenware production technologies and

systems during the period from the Age of Three States to the Age of Baekje.
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Founded in 1995 for the first time in Korea, the Institute for Science and
Technology Law takes the lead in collaborative research by
academic/research institutes/industries and those in relevance to the
theories and practices of general laws and their publishing and
distribution. We invite experts related to scientific technologies to hold
one large-scale scientific symposium and eight or more scientific forums
every year and issue a specialized scientific journal, “Studies on Laws of
Science and Technology™ two times a year. In addition, we exert
multilateral efforts to promote international cooperation and
internationalization in studies on the area of science and technology law.
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The Linton Academy was established in recognition of Dr. William A.
Linton, the first Dean and the founder of Hannam University. Through the
Hannam Linton Culture Prize, we uncover hidden workers who made
prominent achievements in missions, education or social services and
commend their work. We also provide stages for open communication to
implement the founding ideas of Hannam University and to promote
Christian cultures. In addition, we hold a wide range of meetings for
research presentations and debates among different school systems to
utilize their outcomes to support research and linked education in the
local community.
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Established for the creation and development of Christian culture in
Korean society and universities, the Institute for Christian Culture Studies
maintains its concrete objectives of forming a Christian worldview and
integrating faith with sciences. In a university society governed by the
values of secularism, materialism and naturalism, teaching the
worldview of Christianity is an important task for Christian educators.
Besides, reinterpreting their Christian studies and integrating them with
sciences emerges as another task for Christian academics. To that end,
we hold a variety of seminars, forums and lecture series to induce
interest and participation of university members as well as local
communities and churches.

The Center for Korean Language and Korean Studies offers Korean
language courses for foreigners, children of overseas Koreans, foreign
students wanting to enter university in Korea, and foreign military
personnel dispatched to Korea.
