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The Business Start-up Support Office (BSSO) in HNU University is the only certified on-campus startup, commercialization
and entrepreneurship center, which follows a military organizational structure. The BSSO provides systematic support for
Business Incubation (Bl), including; office space, professional manpower, and testing product design facilities. The BSSO
supports activities which cover commercialization planning, product research and development, expert mentoring, and es-
tablishing marketing plans for upcoming entrepreneurs and their innovative business projects. HNU's BSSO is unique as it
modeled on a military organizational structure, focusing on supporting upcoming entrepreneurs with complete Bl services
including 1) funding, 2) residence space, 3) speoal training, and 4) full technical coaching. Therefore, equipping the par-
ticipants with a solid business foundation, and providing resources which enable young entrepreneurs to strive to make
comprehensive preparation for the initial period of their new businesses startup and finally by introducing customized train-
ing programs to fit a diverse range of business categories. In addition, the BSSO aims to foster successful and upcoming
entrepreneurs and therefore contribute to the innovative regional economic growth of the Daejeon area, through the BSSO's
differentiated and customized support embedded in its core and individually tailored business incubation programs. Moreo-
ver, the BSSO cultivates competent upcoming technical entrepreneurs by making use of its strategic location, together with
the largest nationwide business incubation complex at HNU. It is also building a startup business ecosystem breaking down
the borders between universities and industry, leading to a virtuous cycle of vitalizing student-led business startups and the
consequential creation of employment.
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To keep pace with the global age we live in, Han-
nam University is investing its energies in a wide
range of global education programs geared to de-
veloping international experts. To this end, it has
been working to establish sister relationships and
build a network with 176 universities in 43 coun-
tries. Each year, Hannam University dispatches
around 210 students to sister universities in the
USA, Australia, Canada, Philippines, Japan, and
China, helping them cultivate their language abil-
ities and international perspective. The Student
Exchange Program offers a low-cost opportunity
for students to study abroad for one year, with
transferable credits.

In addition, an overseas financial aid program
instituted in 1985 offers support to graduates
entering master’s programs at overseas universi-
ties.

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Since establishing its first sisterhood relationship in October
1978 with Japan’s Shikoku Gakuin University, Hannam University
has become a sister school to 176 universities in 43 countries.

The department develops educators who will be endowed with abili-
ties for school education, curriculum education, and youth life guid-
ance and counseling. To that end, the department offers such courses
as Curriculum Theory, Educational Administration, Educational Phi-
losophy, Theory of Life-long Education, Educational Psychology, and
Counseling Psychology, etc. Further, the department improves the
effectiveness of its education by utilizing group counseling office and
classroom behavior analysis office found within the department. The
department also organizes invitational discussion sessions with front-
line teachers for students preparing for teacher certification examina-
tion, provides various on / offline resources, and supports a research
society for counseling psychology for students preparing for a career
as professional counselors. The graduates work as educators, ethics
teachers, counseling professionals, educational research institute
staffs, educational administrative agency staffs, and social education
professionals, and others.
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Department of History Education
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The department helps the students acquire deep knowledge and accu-
rate perspective on the history of Korea, the East, and the West. Moreo-
ver, the department assists the students with developing an ability to
explore cultural heritage such as historic relics and remains based on
field survey and research. Based on such specialist knowledge and
qualification, the students are trained as competent teachers of history
who can teach and convey history to the next generation of learners.
Also, the students are encouraged to devote themselves fully to the
preparation for the teacher certification examination. Further, the de-
partment’s curriculum also provides an opportunity for the students to
development various specialist qualifications which allow them to es-
tablish careers in various fields related to history and cultural heritage.

For this,
the students take practical skill-building subjects such as Korean
painting, western painting, carving and modeling, engraving, and de-
sign as well as Korean art history, oriental / western art history, mod-
ern art history, theory of plastic arts, and theory of art education, etc.

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Founded in 1997, The department of mechanical engineering has been
recognized as excellent group on campus; the academic program is
now accredited by ABEEK(Accreditation Board for Engineering Edu-
cation of Korea) which is compatible with international accreditation
boards in advanced countries such as US and Canada; the department
shows superlative employment rates in Hannam University every year;

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Division of Multimedia - Multimedia Engineering

Economics represents a key field of social sciences designed to ex-
plore social structures on the basis of human economic activities. The
economic reality of today changes rapidly around the axis of informa-
tization and globalization, and this demands talents who understand
new economic paradigm that has grafted onto existing economic
theory new theoretical?experiential phenomenon. By furnishing a bal-
anced education regarding theory and understanding of reality, the
Department of Economics seeks to develop indispensable specialists
in related fields such as the industry, finance, international trade, etc.
and to develop human resources for research who will lead economics
as an academic discipline in the future.

Business Administration
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Department of Convention & Hotel Management
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The convention and hotel industry is an integral part of the hospitality
industry and its importance increases every day as a knowledge-based
industry that creates high added value. The Department of Conven-
tion and hotel Management is a converged and integrated program
which offers MICE(Meetings, Incentives, Conventions, and Exhibitions),
Hotel, Tourism, and related fields to train experts. Accordingly, the
department cultivates students’ abilities to attract and operate con-
ventions and hotels centered on systematic field practices and trains
international convention planners and experts in the area of conven-
tion centers, international organizations, public organizations, foreign
businesses, exhibition and trading companies, hotels and domestic/
foreign food service companies.
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The College of Law fosters jurists who are furnished with leadership characters and demanded by the country by developing a spirit of service and creative
character in the students. The college also cultivates legal professionals who can answer the call of the age of internationalization, regionalization, scienti-
fication, and informatization by providing them with excellent education in the theory and practice of law. For this, the college provides full and multifaceted
support such as administering sub departments for international cooperation, educational development fund, employment and career response, legal aid
and counseling, which are affiliated to the hannam legal education development committee composed of professors, alumni, parents, and regional legal
professionals, frequently supporting evaluation based on special lectures and mock tests, setting up and operating legal examination class, and so on.

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The law major students engage in research on academic learning as
required by the society in respect to all areas of law such as constitu-
tional law, civil law, criminal law, etc., and the division teaches profes-
sional knowledge related to law. Moreover, the division supports a vari-
ety of programs for the students, having set up a national examination
support center for monthly mock test, various multimedia lectures,
special lectures of famous guest speakers, etc. After graduation, the
students work as lawyers and so on in the legal profession, as gov-
ernment employees and so on in government institutions, businesses,
research centers, and in related fields after acquiring various certified
licenses.
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We are near the time when our citizens will be living to the age an
extended age due to advances in medicine and technology. Therefore,
we must start preparing for the average life expectancy of a person to
reach 100 years old.

The department aims at educating practically minded professionals
who can promote positive change in humans and society and contrib-
ute to the construction of a welfare society based on an understand-
ing of human character. The department offers an entire spectrum of
courses on social welfare including implementation method of social
welfare, children’s welfare, elderly welfare, welfare for the disabled,
women'’s welfare, family welfare, medical service, school social work,
rehabilitation welfare, etc. To widen the field of specialty, the depart-
ment supports related student clubs and study activities per field.
Many graduates choose social welfare careers in welfare facilities and
medical service institutes and as public officials, consultants, thera-
pists, and voluntary service coordinators.
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The Department of Child Development and Guidance is designed to
prepare students for careers in childcare, early childhood education,
family service & policies, and child and family counseling and psycho-
therapy, etc. For these purposes, the undergraduate curriculum and
programs provide an understanding of the process of human develop-
ment in the context and the dynamics of family relationships across the
life span, with special focus on infancy and childhood.

Social Sciences
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The College of Plastic Arts and Design consists of four disciplines; Department of Design, Department of Fine Art, Department of Art and Culture Studies,
and Department of Clothing and Textiles. The college offers a wide range of both fundamental and specialty major courses to prepare students to be artists
and designers who are capable of combining both creativity and practicability. The College of Arts and Design was relaunched in March 2012 combining the
Department of Clothing and Textiles into the three departments of the College of Arts and Design.

The purpose of the dormitory is to offer students with convenient facilities such as lodging. Encouraged in the spirit of Christianity, it serves to foster sound learning,
voluntary minds, and the characters of truth, freedom, and service through community life.

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Background of Foundation

The first university in Korea founded by the missionaries from the Presbyterian Church in U.S.A

Hannam University was established as Daejeon University (Daejeon Christian School) in 1956. In 1970,
it was consolidated with Soongsil University and changed its name to Soongjeon University, which was
changed again to Hannam University in 1982.

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Hannam University was established as Daejeon Christian School with 4-year programs by the Korean
Mission of the Presbyterian Church in America Foundation (Chief Director: William A. Linton) In March,

1956. In April 1959, the school was raised to the status of a regular university and was given the license
to be named as Daejeon University. Dr. Linton was inaugurated as the first President.

—
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In September 1970, the school, which had been dedicated to providing quality education for a small num-
ber of students, was consolidated with Soongsil University located in Seoul, which had the same objec-
tives and philosophy in its establishment; accordingly, the name of the school was changed to Soongjeon
University (taking "Soong’ from Soongsil and ‘jeon” from Daejeon) and the new school was operated un-
der a two-campus system for the first time in Korea.

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In November 1982, in accordance with the demand of the local community members, the ‘Educational
Foundation for Daejeon Christian School” was established and the name of the school was changed to
Hannam University. Since then, Hannam University has steadily educated students with the Christian
view of truth, freedom, and service. As of 2011, Hannam University currently operates 7 graduate schools
and 10 colleges with 5 undergraduate faculties (10 specializations) that is comprised of 48 departments,
10 auxiliary organizations, 8 annexed research institutes, 158 overseas sister universities in 34 coun-
tries. The campus covers around 4,625,790 square feet and the area of the school buildings total around
1,352,154 square feet. There are also subsidiary facilities including Holy Land Hall (grand lecture hall),
which can accommodate 1,600 people, and the general sports field, which was officially approved as the
first FIFA 2 Star field among sports fields at universities across Korea. In addition, Hannam University
has acquired the Daedeok Valley campus that is approximately 996,329 square feet in size at the center
of the Daedeok Valley in 2005 to initiate the second phase of our substantial upgrade.
